VOZ PASIVA

SIMPLE PRESENT

La voz pasiva se da cuando el sujeto es quien recibe la accion expresada por el verbo.

Miremos la siguiente oracion:

1. Daniela buys a dress.

En esta oracién, Daniela es el sujeto, ella es quien realiza la accién.

2. Adress is bought by Daniela

En la segunda oracion Daniela recibe la accién expresada por el verbo. Entonces esta oracion, esta
expresada en voz pasiva.

La voz pasiva se opone a la VOZ ACTIVA. Cuando hablamos sobre la voz activa, nos referimos a la
forma tradicional de construir las oraciones en inglés.

Esta forma convencional es:
Sujeto + Verbo + Complemento
Carl builds a house

Carl construye una casa

e Sujeto: Carl

e Verbo: builds

e Complemento: a house



e Por otralado, cuando es mas importante la accidn que la persona o sujeto que la realiza, se
usa la VOZ PASIVA. En la oracién anterior la accion es “construir una casa” y el sujeto es
“Carl”. En este caso, podemos usar la voz pasiva asi:

e The house is built by Carl.

e Lacasa es construida por Carl
